If, even with support in place, it becomes clear the pupil will be away from school for
15 days or more, and the school require support with arranging education, or the pupil
is too unwell to access the education provided by school, School makes a referral to
the Education Complex Case and Placement Panel using the Section 19 Health referral
form.
